What happens next
1) We will look through this form, and also ask your probation officer and with prison staff with whom you work, to provide information in order for us to think about whether mentoring is something that would be right for you.

2) If we agree that you would be a suitable candidate for mentoring then we will try to arrange an

opportunity for you to meet with a member of the MentorMe team while in prison (ideally at least 3 months before

you are due for release).
3) The Mentor Supervisor will take into account your character and your needs and priorities, in order to pair you with the best available trained local mentor(s) 

4) We will try to arrange an initial meeting in prison for you to meet with your potential mentor, the focus of this meeting will be for you to begin to get to know each other a bit and for both of you to think about whether you think you get on and would be happy to start a mentoring relationship.

5) If you are both happy then we’ll ask you to sign an agreement to confirm that you understand what the mentoring relationship is/isn’t, and asking you to commit to it. Then we’ll move on to step 6.
6) We will try to organise for you to meet up with your mentor again before you are released so that you can begin the mentoring relationship. This will be when you can talk more about your specific needs and how the mentor(s) can assist you, and begin to put plans in place and set goals.

7) Once you have been released it will be up to you and your mentor(s) to agree when and where you meet, and how often.
